Summit the Mountain: A Teaching Philosophy

After my most recent trek up Pike’s Peak I reaffirmed a fundamental principle about myself; that I prefer to lead rather than follow.  As the leader or guide of a mountain hike you get to set the pace, navigate the trail, and assess each accomplishment.  The guide gets to point out each new vista or natural wonder, and enjoy the reactions of his/her fellow hikers.  To guide is vastly rewarding, particularly upon reaching the summit and accomplishing the individual and collective goals.


I have successfully carried this “guide philosophy” into the classroom.  In my classes I attempt to meet the students on their level and then traverse them through the material.  I avoid traditional lecturing and try to utilize interactive teaching methods.  By guiding the students through a body of knowledge, I have found that a mutual respect is established.  I use class time to reflect industry expectations and I incorporate research and theory into the hands-on application. 

I feel that it is my responsibility as a teacher to utilize techniques that create hands-on opportunities for students and represent real-world scenarios.  In my experience, students learn better when they are producing projects that will be used on the student radio station or must be submitted for state and national awards.  These forms of curriculum interaction give the student education and experience allowing them to capitalize on their work.  I want all of my students to succeed and by using their materials in functional ways they develop a sense of pride and accomplishment.


Students learn by doing.  If a student walks away from an educational institution with a diploma in hand, but no real experience in doing, that student has taken the cog up!  I strive to get each student involved in actual forms of media throughout their educational career.  By developing an industry-rounded student, with an understanding of media theory, I have increased his/her chances of landing a job.  The “piece of paper” only means so much.  It is the education and the experience that counts; and that is what I attempt to promote as a teacher.

In our industry everything revolves around timing.  For this reason I am very particular with my students regarding deadlines, due dates, and simply being on time for class.  I do not consider this to be rigid or unaccommodating.  In fact, by establishing a level of responsibility about timing within my students I have greatly improved their survival potential in their future employment.

By limiting parameters and encouraging exploration through projects and assignments I have been able to cultivate responsible and creative media scholars.  Students notoriously want to know: what, how long, why, and when.  By giving the student responsibility and creative freedom the quality of student/teacher interaction goes up, and thus the end product is improved.  At first, most students resist this philosophy simply because they always want to strive for the “right answer.”  My being flexible is important so that students actively pursue the goal.  I can only guide them; success or failure rests on their shoulders.  My gratification comes when I see a student summit the mountain and take in the fresh-air that is accomplishment.
