What’s a dyad partner suppose to do?
(HCom-100)
1.) Coach you at least once per week to make sure you are making progress on your presentation outline;

2.) Help you narrow down your topic and organize your presentation;
3.) Help you rehearse your presentation BEFORE you present it in front of the class (be the 1st audience and 1st one to give honest constructive criticism); and
4.) Make sure you do not take more than your 6 minutes allotted time for your presentation (this includes setting up of technical equipment, playing audio and video, and your speaking part).

Critique Points of Interest (extemporaneous speaking):

1.) Is the speaker’s outline complete?

2.) Does the speaker’s outline include the required amount of quoted evidence from proper sources?

3.) Does the speaker’s outline include a reference page with proper APA style formatting?

4.) Does the speaker consider the audience (i.e., is the topic and style of presenting the material appropriate for freshmen college students)?
5.) Does the speaker have quotes from credible sources?

6.) Did the speaker use proper APA style citation vocally while presenting the material?

7.) Does the introduction have an appropriate “attention-getter?”
8.) Did the speaker give the audience a “reason” to listen?

9.) Did the speaker use transitions between each main point?
10.) Is the speaker using effective verbal delivery (i.e., specific, concrete words, unbiased words, vivid words, simple words, and correct words)?

11.) Is the speaker using effective nonverbal delivery? (i.e., eye contact, gestures, movement, posture, facial expressions, vocal dynamics – volume – pitch – rate, articulation)?
12.) Is the speaker’s appearance appropriate to the material speaking on?
13.) Is the speaker’s visual aids use appropriate (i.e., pointing out the things s/he is talking about as s/he goes)?
