Homework Activity:  Web activity on Johari Window and Interpersonal Competency Scale 
Time:  30 minutes
http://www.oup-usa.org/sc/0195219104/student/exercises/exer6.shtml
Ask Students to go to the Publisher’s web site and print out/complete two activities:

1.   Johari Window on self-disclosure

2.  Interpersonal competence

I demonstrate how to access the site in class.  I remind students that computer labs are available in the basement of College Park if they want to access the activity.  

In a MWF class, I make the assignment on Monday and we discuss in teams on Friday.

On Friday, I have students sit with the teams that they are assigned.  I ask them to discuss with team members their results on the Johari Window.  Each team is given a marker and one representative comes to the board and draws a window with dots representing the placement of their points of intersection (without names attached, just team names).

Class discussion about the implications of self-disclosure interpersonal styles by team is made.   Implications of self-disclosure styles of all teams are noted.  Considerations of audience analysis for upcoming speech topic selection are reviewed.
Next, students share in groups the results of their interpersonal competency scale.  Motivation, knowledge, and skill in interpersonal communication with subscales in adaptability, involvement, conversation management, and empathy are discussed.  Limitations to the use of instrument and factors that can alter a student’s score are considered.
