Lesson Plan

Unit Title:   Chapter Two; Brief Review of Chapter One + Ethics 

Lesson Title:
Equipment/Materials/Resources Required:    Powerpoint or overhead slides, whiteboard, Chapter 2 Self-Test and Self-Concept Activity (from Student Resource Manual), Grab bag perception activity.   
Methods:  MWF, 10 minute review and homework discussion + 20 minute lecture + 15 minute classroom activity and debrief, 

5 minute classroom management/wrap/review/assignments each day
1.  Objective(s) of Lesson:
· Review of big ideas from Chapter One + Ethics

· Introduction to the concept of perception, culture, considerations in intercultural communication situations, definition of basic perception terms, self-concept, impression management.

· Participate in an activity perceiving the behaviors of others.

· To cooperate with classmates to accomplish perception activity.

2.   Content Standard(s) Addressed in Lesson:
Comprehension of the definition of communication.

Explanation of the transactional model.  

Comprehension of what it means to be an ethical communicator.

Discussion of the concept of culture and its influence on communication.  

Comprehension of how perceptions, particularly first impressions, can be faulty, inaccurate, or bound by cultural experiences.  

Self-evaluation (awareness) of communication behavior. 

Observation of communication behavior of others.

Self-evaluation (awareness) of principles of self-concept.

5.  Lesson Closure:

· Assign self concept activity (take-home) 

· Assign reflection paper #1 – provide handout on paper structure and expectations

7. Plan for Assessment of Students:  Lecture content in exam #1, reflection paper on perception concepts

8.  Summary/Evaluation of Lesson:  

Observable note taking during lectures.  Students prepared for discussion.  Students willing to participate in discussion (safe environment).  Evidence that 1st week icebreakers (three) eased formation of first small group (3 member) activity.
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
