Type of material: Activity for Appendix A: Interviewing

Title: Interviewing across chapters

Purpose: 

· Allows students to work with each other
· Allows students to connect concepts from past chapters to interviewing
Step 1: After discussing students’ experiences with interviews, assign students into groups depending on the class size.  Dyads and triads tend to work best so everyone is actively involved in the activity.    

Step 2: Tell the students that “Harry Potter” is going for a job interview and needs some pointers from them.  In particular, students need to go through chapters one through five and select concepts that pertain to interviewing tips.  Specifically, students will write down at least one concept and how it can be transformed into a tip for interviewing.  The instructor will collect one sheet of paper per group.


* For example, from chapter four (nonverbal messages) students can discuss the concept of proxemics 

and say that it is important to know how much distance to keep between the interviewer.  The students can talk about intimate, personal, social, and public space and how entering into the wrong space during an interview (e.g., standing an inch from the interviewer) is a negative expectancy violation.  The students would repeat this approach for the other four chapters.

**This simple activity allows the students to make the connections for themselves.  For the sake of time, the instructor can even assign each group to only one chapter and then come together as a class to see how interviewing relates to all of the chapters.  Also, this activity can be modified into an individual homework assignment so students are ready to discuss interviewing by the time they come to class.
