Purpose: To enhance student’s awareness to the principles discussed in HCOM 100’s text Chapters 2-6.

· At the end of the first week, I have students respond to the question below. I then tally up the answers to create a power point bar graph to reflect student responses (see sample below).

· This is a really great way to preview the first unit and chapters, along with making sure that students are aware of their own strengths and weaknesses as communicators.  This activity also works great as a recap at the beginning of the week on each principles individual chapter.  

· Students seemed to really like this activity and it kept them on track.
