SELF PRESENTATION WITH ARTIFACT
PROMPT

You are to choose an artifact (a tangible object) that is representative of your “symbolic self” (p.31).
Your presentation is not to exceed 2 minutes. Your presentation will NOT to be graded! You will earn the point value of the exercise (5 points) by simply performing your Self-Presentation with Artifact. Please do your best to comply with and adhere to the following instructions:

1.  Chose a tangible item (artifact) that represents something/someone that is or who is/was important to you. Your artifact should be representative of who you are, and who/what/how you want others to see you. 

2.  Bring your artifact with you on the day assigned.

3.  Introduce yourself, and identify your artifact.

4.  Explain what your artifact represents, and how it is relevant as being representative of a particular aspect of who you are. (There is no one thing/artifact that will represent you as a whole)

5.  Thank your audience for their attention.

Remember to face your audience, make eye-contact with your audience, and speak up and articulate.

Don’t forget, I will also be bringing “Final Oral Presentation” evaluation forms, so I may critique you on your strengths and weaknesses when it comes to public speaking. I will be doing this, so you may have the opportunity to know what your strengths and weaknesses are, to afford you an opportunity to learn and “break the ice” with your peers. This exercise will also allow you insight to your public speaking skills prior to your final presentation. I will be doing this to give you feedback only!

Please be reminded! I you are NOT being graded, but are being given the opportunity to not only become more self-aware, but to inform others of your “symbolic self.” And, that this is an opportunity to receive feedback on your initial performance, so you may enhance/strengthen your final presentation.
