Top 5

Purpose: To allow students to identify at least five things from each chapter that they found particularly interesting.

Directions: Distribute Top 5 worksheet, and direct students to find five things from the chapter that they find important enough to remember. Tell students that although they can duplicate items mentioned in lectures, if they find additional material, this will give them more information which they will then have quick access to come finals time. I usually distribute these on Friday (or the last day of class for the week) and have students turn  them in on Monday (or the first day back from the weekend). Before collecting them, however, call on a few students to share what they listed on their Top 5. This is a great opportunity to review the previous chapter and also allows for some interesting discussion. This assignment can be done a couple of ways. It can be a tool for preview or review. You can have students list items for an upcoming chapter or items from a chapter that has just been read. I have focused on the latter but have considered using it as a preview…do whatever works for you.
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
