· Walk confidently to the front of the audience

· Stand up straight (shoulders back, arms loose)

· Establish eye contact with audience

· Smile to project confidence

· Hands:  no objects held, no hands in pockets

BEGIN SPEAKING

· Greet audience ("Good morning")

· Announce your speech

   Gettysburg, Pennsylvania in 1863 as a dedication of a cemetery 

   to honor those who fought in the Civil War."

· Recite Gettysburg Address

· Speak with expression (use vocal variety to add interest and interpretation)

· Purposefully move about the podium (nonverbal transitions between paragraphs)

· Use pauses between paragraphs

· Walk confidently to your seat
