Audience.

Specify your audience and your assumptions about its values (your audience may 

be real or hypothetical).

General Purpose.      Inform or Persuade?

Specific Purpose.
State the specific purpose of your presentation.

Thesis Statement.
Indicate your thesis statement.

Introduction.  
In addition to stating your thesis, demonstrate use of at least one other principle 

for building introductions (insert your written introduction in the paper).

Body.


Indicate at least three main points in support of your thesis 

Identify your structural pattern




Plan to use 1st order support material at least once (do not include in paper)

Plan to use 2nd order support material at least once (do not include in paper)

Plan to use 3rd cited order support material at least twice (do not include in paper)

Transitions.  

Discuss your planned use of transitions:

Between introduction and body.  





Between main points in the body





Between the body and the conclusion.

Visual Aids.

Plan to use at least two visual aids (one 2-D and one 3-D).  Explain type, size and 

content of each.

Conclusion. 

Plan to use of at least two principles of conclusions (insert written conclusion in 




the paper).

Delivery.

The body must be delivered extemporaneously (you may use notes, be prepared to 



submit them at the end of your presentation if requested). You may read the 



introduction and conclusion.
